BIO

Michael Goldberg, InsiderOne's president, CEO and founder, is a distinguished pioneer in the online music space; <I>Newsweek</I> magazine called him an "Internet visionary."

In 1994 Goldberg founded (and named) Addicted To Noise (ATN), a highly influential music Web site and the first with original content. (See sidebar: ATN Firsts.)

At ATN, Goldberg created and oversaw the Addicted To Noise Music News of the World. This well-respected round-the-clock music news service developed a global reach into over 40 million homes. Goldberg's other innovations included the world's first online album review with audio samples, as well as Cinemachine, the movie-review search engine.

In 1997, Addicted To Noise merged with Paradigm Music Entertainment’s SonicNet division, and Goldberg was named Senior Vice President and Editorial Director of SonicNet. He evolved the Addicted To Noise Music News of the World to a new identity as SonicNet Music News, a music-news service delivering daily news to millions of music fans around the world via radio, TV, print, wireless devices and the Internet.

Under Goldberg’s direction, SonicNet Music News' intense, in-depth, immediate coverage of major rock events&#151;notably the Tibetan Freedom Concert and the 1999 Woodstock riot&#151; broke new journalistic ground. Before leaving SonicNet in May 2000, Goldberg expanded SonicNet’s editorial coverage to include the country, classical, jazz and world music genres, in addition to rock, pop and hip-hop.

Recognizing the web’s potential as a vast archive, Goldberg oversaw the creation of an archive of all SonicNet/ATN news, reviews, columns and other editorial. That archive now includes thousands of pieces of editorial created exclusively for SonicNet or ATN. It is now routinely used by music journalists an authors. 

In July 1999, SonicNet was purchased by MTV Networks; a new company was formed, MTVi Group, and SonicNet became the core of MTVi’s Internet strategy. In August 1999 Goldberg was named Editor in Chief, SonicNet; he also continued to oversee Addicted To Noise and Cinemachine.

While at SonicNet, Goldberg co-created SonicNet’s FlashRadio, a service that pioneered the convergence of music and Flash animation. As an executive at MTVi, he created MTVi’s first download area, D-Rev 2000, which combined a digital music news section with a multi-genre annotated download read. 

Also at SonicNet he wrote, produced and directed "rrrebel.com," a futuristic, sci-fi Flash animation serial. 

· Goldberg left SonicNet/MTVi at the end of May 2000. In July 2000 he founded InsiderOne, a consulting and production company serving  the online and offline entertainment business. Recently, InsiderOne has produced a Flash animation pieces for both ARTISTdirect and Cablevision’s MuchMusic.
Prior to starting Addicted To Noise, Goldberg was an editor and senior writer at <I>Rolling Stone</I> magazine for 10 years. His writing also appeared in <I>Wired,</I> <I>Esquire,</I> <I>Vibe,</I> <I>Details,</I> <I>Downbeat,</I> the <I>New Musical Express</I> and numerous other publications. The Bay Area native began his professional career&#151;for which he prepared by running a rock poster business in junior high school, promoting rock concerts at his high school, and publishing local rock magazine <I>Hard Road</I>&#151; as a columnist for director Francis Ford

Coppola's <I>City of San Francisco</I> magazine in 1975.

Goldberg's weekly music column, "The Drama You‘ve Been Craving," appears on the ARTISTdirect network of music sites and on insiderone.net.

ATN Firsts

· Addicted To Noise was the first music site to offer a full range of multimedia content: random access audio programming; daily music news; video clips of performances; daily album reviews; interviews and extensive online photo galleries.

· Addicted To Noise was the first music site to present a distinct attitude and sensibility, reflected in its editorial content and in the dramatic graphics (created by renowned underground poster artist Frank Kozik) built into the interface.

· Addicted To Noise was the first music site to stream an entire album by a major artist (Neil Young’s <I>Broken Arrow</I>) with the approval of the artist and his label.

· Addicted To Noise featured work by some of the world’s leading music critics and journalists, including Dave Marsh, Greil Marcus, Richard Meltzer, Ed Ward, Chris Nelson, Gil Kaufman, Bud Scoppa, Billy Altman, Evelyn McDonnell, Neil Straus, Michael Azzerad, Douglas Wolk, Johnny Walker (Black), Ira Robbins, Chuck Young and many others.

· Addicted To Noise produced multimedia, in-depth interviews with a who's who of important artists (and a few key authors and directors). Subjects included Sleater-Kinney, Tom Waits, Prodigy, Neil Young, Garbage, Sonic Youth, Radiohead, Patti Smith, Smashing Pumpkins, Green Day, Offspring, Lou Reed, Metallica, Portishead, Oasis, Pearl Jam, Chemical Brothers, Lucinda Williams, Ani DiFranco, Counting Crows, Primus, Cracker, Mike Watt, Sparklehorse, Pearl Jam, the Ramones, R.E.M., Jim Jarmusch, Veruca Salt, William Gibson, Rancid, Neal Stephenson, Red Hot Chili Peppers, Rage Against the Machine, Flaming Lips, Phish and many more.
